This photogenic seaside jewel continues to inspire artists, filmmakers and 
travellers from all over the world. Its First of May Square was recently 
recognised by the European Film Academy as one of the 60 significant sites 
of European film culture — the first Slovenian location to receive this 
honour. 
 
With every step, Piran invites you to slow down, look closer and discover the 
beauty woven into its history, architecture and Adriatic charm.

Your journey continues at Magazin Grando, an impressive former salt 
warehouse that stands as a reminder of Piran’s centuries-old salt-making 
tradition. Once a vital storage space, the building has been carefully 
revitalised and transformed into one of the region’s most distinctive venues. 
 
Today, Magazin Grando serves as a dynamic setting for a wide variety of 
events — from winter ice rinks and concerts to business exchanges, 
exhibitions and elegant gala dinners. Its industrial character, historical roots, 
and proximity to the sea create a unique atmosphere that blends heritage 
with contemporary creativity. 

13.10–13.30 Seaside walk  
 
From Magazin Grando, you will take a relaxing walk along the seaside 
promenade.
